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Like in many countries, COVID-19 has strongly and negatively impacted the tourism
industry in the Dominican Republic. Tourism has been the main source of income,
investment and job generation providing thousands of jobs in the island for many
years. The country’s economy has been greatly affected by the virus and is
expecting to recover slowly as a vaccine is just recently being rolled out and the
spread of the cases has not yet ceased.

Government officials in the country, including the current President Luis Abinader,
have gone into full crisis control and are taking measures , especially concerning
the safety of tourists reentering the country, in an attempt to jumpstart growth in
tourism once again.
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Alocal newspaper, Listin Diario, announced that the country will be offering free
COVID-19 testing to tourists coming back into the United States after having visited
the country. Sources assure that there are 400,000 antibody tests available today
to support this recent initiative. Moreover, the tourism minister David Collado also
assured that tourists staying in hotels in the country will have access to free health
insurance. With these measures the country is hoping to push back the more strict
measures and health agenda that current U.S. President Joe Biden is implementing.



As of now according to the U.S. Embassy website, “there is a Level 3 Travel Advisory
recommending U.S. citizens to reconsider travel to the Dominican Republic due to
health and safety measures and COVID-19-related conditions.”

As of now the Dominican Republic has had 201,145 confirmed cases of COVID-19
and 2,496 confirmed deaths. In conclusion, in response to the virus the country
continues to fight and implement measures to decrease the number of cases and
stop the spread, it continues to follow a curfew and the Dominican Ministry Of
Health is working on developing vaccination plans in the short term.
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Como en muchos paises, COVID-19 ha impactado fuerte y negativamente la
industria del turismo en la Reptblica Dominicana. El turismo ha sido la principal
fuente de ingresos, inversion y generacion de empleo proporcionando miles de
puestos de trabajo en la isla durante muchos anos.

Las
fuentes aseguran que hay 400.000 pruebas de anticuerpos disponibles en la
actualidad para respaldar esta reciente iniciativa. Ademas, el ministro de turismo,
David Collado, también aseguré que los turistas alojados en hoteles del pais tendran



acceso a un seguro meédico gratuito. Con estas medidas, el pais espera hacer
retroceder las medidas mas estrictas y la agenda de salud que esta implementando
el actual presidente de los Estados Unidos, Joe Biden. A partir de ahora, segtn el
sitio web de la Embajada de los EE. UU., "hay una advertencia de viaje de nivel 3 que
recomienda a los ciudadanos estadounidenses que reconsidere viajar a la Republica
Dominicana debido a las medidas de salud y seguridad y las condiciones
relacionadas con COVID-19".

Hasta ahora, la Republica Dominicana ha tenido 201,145 casos confirmados de
COVID-19y 2,496 muertes confirmadas. En conclusion, en respuesta al virus el pais
sigue luchando e implementando medidas para disminuir el nGmero de casos 'y
detener la propagacion, sigue con toque de queda y el Ministerio de Salud
dominicano trabaja en desarrollar planes de vacunacion a corto plazo.
